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Resolution of the Board of Directors of the Czech Bar Association 
of 14 May 2019
amending the Resolution of the Board of Directors of the Czech Bar Association No. 6/2006 of the Official Journal laying down the rules for appointment of a representative of the Czech Bar Association in the performance of inspections and controls 
The Board of Directors of the Czech Bar Association has resolved pursuant to Section 44 (4)(b) of Act No. 85/1996 Coll., on the legal profession, as amended, as follows:
Art. I
The Resolution of the Board of Directors of the Czech Bar Association No. 6/2006 of the Official Journal laying down the rules for appointment of a representative of the Czech Bar Association in the performance of inspections and controls shall be amended as follows:
1. Art. 1 including footnotes 1 to 3 shall read as follows:
“Art. 1
(1) Where some other legal regulation stipulates the obligation to ask the Czech Bar Association (hereinafter the “Bar”) to provide co-operation in the performance of inspections or controls in premises where a lawyer carries out his/her legal profession or where documents or some other data carriers containing information which is subject to the duty of
professional secrecy (hereinafter “documents”) could be located, the President shall decide, upon request of the competent authority, on appointment of the Bar’s representative.
(2) Competent authority means:
a) A prosecuting body1);
b) Tax administrator2);
c) Office for Personal Data Protection3).

2. In Art. 2(2), the words “completed university education in the field of law” shall be replaced with the words “university education”.
3. In Art. 3, the former text shall be designated as paragraph 1 and paragraph 2 shall be added, which shall read as follows:
“(2) The Bar’s representative is obliged to appear at the place of inspection or another place specified by the competent authority, as applicable, at the time indicated by the competent authority. If the representative is unable to do so for reasons deserving special attention, (s)he shall notify the President accordingly without delay; the President shall appoint a new representative of the Bar.”. 
4. The headings of Art. 4 and Art. 5 respectively shall be repealed and replaced with a new common heading, which shall read as follows: “Procedure by the Bar’s representative”.
5. The heading of Art. 6 shall read as follows: “Assessment of tax documents submitted by a lawyer”.
Art. II
Effect
This Resolution enters into effect on the thirtieth day after its publication in the Journal of the Czech Bar Association.
